Requirements for participants in the exchange program

To be accepted for participation in the program, applicants must write 3 essays:


Essay №1 – a theme: «Vladimir Vernadsky and modern economic science». (The size should not exceed 2 p., format А4, the font is Times New Roman, 12, single-spaced)


Essay №2 – a theme: «The world today as viewed by Lyndon LaRouche and his associates». (The size should not exceed 2 p., format А4, the font is Times New Roman, 12, single-spaced)


Essay №3 – a theme: «What I would like to get out of participation in the Schiller Institute exchange program in the USA» (the size should not exceed 3 p., format А4, the font is Times New Roman, 12, single-spaced). 

Also it is necessary to fill out the special application form.
